	Minutes of previous meeting and matters arising

Transitions – meetings with representatives of children’s and adult social services at Director Level have resulted in an Executive Transitions Steering Group being formed.  Peter Soothill and Rosemary Molyneux as representatives will feed into the Partnership Board.

In response to a workshop last year a report has been sent to Stephen Sloss who will share it with the Chief Executive, Graham Burgess.  Rosemary will request comments from workshop attendees to enable the next steps to be agreed.

Re suggestion of Councillor involvement in transitions, Cllr Foster will look into this.

Carers Expenses – AW confirmed that carers who attend meetings can claim expenses and the cost of replacement care.  AW will confirm that carers do not have to be registered to claim.

Neighbourhoods  - we now have information on which neighbourhood people live in.  Anyone new to the Board should let Margaret Lockett have their address.  Andy McHugh will provide maps for distribution with the minutes so that people can see which neighbourhood they live in.

Meeting Venue – in the absence of any alternative suggestions, the meeting will continue to be held at Livesey.

Workplan – RM talked at the last meeting about a workplan and asked for assistance to help achieve the actions.  Lori has volunteered to assist in friendships/relationships but no-one else has offered to help.  DF said that it was a workplan for the group so their involvement would be appreciated.

AW suggested that this assistance could also be arranged through the carers service and KF suggested speaking to LSP committees.

Valuing People Now Report – DF said that an annual report has to be completed by the end of March.  The Board has to assess itself say how well it thinks it is doing and  how it can develop/improve.  This will go to a regional board who will compare it with what others are doing.

The report needs the involvement of users and parents/carers so volunteers were requested.  Tom Noone, Lori, Gill and James Hughes volunteered.  James will share with the “You Speak We Listen” group.
Lori reported on a Transitions event which she attended on 23 January.  Another one will be held on 3 March for anyone who is interested (details distributed).

	Carers’ Issues

AW advised that Job Centre Plus have started an initiative around helping parents with care responsibilities to get back into work.  They can offer replacement care costs for the duration of the programme which is temporary but allows carers to consider their options.

There are rules around it but they are offering a lot more support to carers than they used to do and have a range of programmes.  They also have a tool to calculate at what point a carer is better off not working in terms of benefits.  

YK said that she is doing a newsletters for carers which she hopes to distribute via community centres, GP surgeries etc.  She requested carers contact her with opinions, views etc for the newsletter. -The newsletter would reach people who are not known to the carers service.

AW is updating the action plan in relation to the carers strategy and is looking for comments and contributions with a view to getting the plan signed off.  The two documents are currently being finalised and AW would value some input.  Lori expressed an interest and AW will provide the reports for comment.

Gill Cousins asked if more information could be sent out prior to the meetings.  It was suggested reports are provided for distribution with the agenda and minutes to allow the meeting to focus on decisions and actions to be taken.

DF said everyone should think about the way forward and a plan could be circulated to be agreed at the next board meeting.  GC also said within that people should say what sub-group they would be interested in contributing to.
