	Opening of Meeting

	Matters Arising
Dorothy and Nigel Braithwaite had sent apologies for the meeting on 12 May which were not recorded.

Claire Ramwell – Visit to 4 Seasons Garden Centre

Town Centre Base Closure – Mandy said this was raised at the “We Speak You Listen” group and they were satisfied with the reason provided for the closure.

CAMHS Protocol – HM said that the latest version is currently being ratified and will be distributed asap.

Housing Protocol – PS advised that he met with Shabir Elahi and Peter Cooke from Housing and work will be undertaken with people with LD and their families to determine housing needs and options and to specify where gaps lie.  KF suggested that Cllr Huggill is consulted and involved in the work.
RM attended the People and Communities Forum on 29 June and gave a presentation on the LD Partnership Board.  RM read out an email from Ros Davies relating to the entry on the minutes and asked that if anyone would like to change anything to let her know.  Copies of the email were available to read on each table.  
It was important that local people attend these meetings to influence the agenda across the council and ensure that people with LD are considered in discussions and decision making.  It is important that the LD Board has representation at these meetings.  Lori said that she would like to attend with Rosie.  

Inclusion North - RM still needs to follow up on this.

The Disability Alliance was launched this week and over 50 disabled people attended.  Lori attended with her daughter Rosie who told the meeting why she felt the service offered did not work for her and what she preferred to do. It is important that more people say what they like or don’t like to enable services to improve.

	Mental Health & Learning Disabilities Liaison Service
Hugh McNamee gave a presentation on this service which has been set up to improve services for people with learning disabilities.  Hugh brought copies of leaflets which could be completed to obtain further information about the services available.   

Hugh’s team is unique to the area following the decision made last year to provide access to mental health services for people with a learning disability.  
Lori asked about CAMHS and was advised that work is on-going for people in transition and when completed things will be clearer.  He suggested that Lori visit for a discussion.  PS said discussions relating to this are on-going but there are a number of issues which still need to be resolved.
KF also asked for a contact number to give to neighbourhood boards.

Information will be made available and better care plans produced so that people with learning disabilities who need services can access them earlier.  KF advised that work was on-going between Adult Social Services and GPs to ensure that they take time to find out what problems are being experienced to prevent them escalating.

HM said that his team are there to provide liaison to ensure that people get to the right services and he encouraged everyone to complete the leaflets provided to get further information
Green Light – HM said that people need to get involved and would like to do a further short presentation at the next partnership board on this service.  He is also keen to present the services offered via the LSP groups.

	Board Self Assessment
PS advised that two assessments are required to be undertaken this year in relation to the board and services.

The first was the partnership board return which was submitted 2 months ago for evaluation.  This was sent to the Valuing People Now Support team who collect returns from the North West to prepare an action plan for the region.

PS explained that all 23 authorities now also have to carry out a health assessment. Various groups and agencies will be involved in this work and the assessment has to be returned by mid September.
A Health Equalities Group has already been set up and meetings will be planned to arrange events to gather information and address gaps.  PS suggested holding a big health check day and if the Board were in agreement he proposed using the meeting on 8 September to prepare a return based on all the views that have been gathered.
All GPs have been asked to carry out health checks on people with LD.  In BwD there are 30 GP practices.  They have been contacted and 25 have signed up to carry out the checks.  PS will contact the remaining 5.
FK mentioned health action plans which should result from GP assessments.  These would help to improve services through sharing information.

It was agreed that the next meeting would have one main agenda item to discuss the completion of the self assessment.

	How to make the partnership more inclusive and effective
Following discussions from the last two meetings the following comments were made

· Claire Rayson knows 4/5 people with LD who she could approach and could make a positive contribution to the Board

· RM said that an email would be sent out to ask for support in facilitating the Board.
· GK feels that LD representation should be higher than 50% and he should be called to the meeting to account, not sit as a member. 
· YK agreed with GK and advised that she is trying to get together a support group of carers who will collect issues that she can bring to the meeting on their behalf.
· The agenda is not specific enough and should not be too ‘highbrow’. A smaller, more specific agenda would be more productive

· Important to have representation across all areas.  Meeting needs to signpost people not receiving services – how do we reach them?
· James said the ‘You Speak We Listen’ group is poorly attended.  How do we inform people of it?

· Claire Rayson will pass on details of the ‘You Speak We Listen’ group to providers and schools.

· Carers Centre promotes the board
· Transitions relate not just to children but also to adults moving from a home environment 
· FK said she would discuss the possibility of providing support to enable services users to attend.

· A larger venue was suggested and Mohammed suggested the Library.

· Claiming travelling expenses was raised.  YK confirmed that this issue is still under discussion.
· The meeting could be taken to the users and the venue could alternate between day centres.

· Priority issues to be agreed to cover the next few meetings.

· Valuing People Now are disbanding so money restrictions and the effect on the Board will require discussion.

Gill raised the issue of transitions for people with complex needs which 2 years down the road is still not resolved.  KF said that a team are working towards this but Gill said this was too late for her and Lori said her daughter and others will leave school in 2 weeks time with nothing in place for them.

GK advised that a Transitions Board has been formed and from that there will be an operational group looking at the issues.  There is an awareness of the lack of provision and work is on-going towards providing an improved service.
