	Salvere – Stephen Sloss
Stephen explained how the Council was preparing to undertake an options appraisal on the in-house social care provider services. The options will look at how to maintain and develop services but also look at how they can be cost effective. One option will be for Stephen to transfer with other employees and create a not for profit soul enterprise. This might also include the provision of services to people who are not eligible for social care. Significant reduction in available finance will need to be considered. Personalisation, communities and volunteering are initiatives that will be looked at.  There is a tender process taking place from the middle of September for the provision of all existing in-house services
Questions asked,

1. Who is the tendering open to?
Dorothy expressed her unhappiness with what the council are doing. She would like a personal budget so she can make her own choices. She would be able to undertake her own assessment and be realistic about the cost of the package
Nigel asked why has another parent has got a personal budget for her son and they do not have a personal budget for their son. Gill explained how valuable her son’s personal was to him and their family. Peter Soothill explained that in the stepped approach chosen to develop personalisation people in 24 hour support tenancies will be offered a personal budget at a later date. 
A suggestion was made that the next board meeting focuses on personalisation and personal health budgets.
